Travelling to Salford University 

The nearest airport is Manchester International Airport. Train shuttle services are available from the airport to Manchester Oxford Road, Victoria Station and Manchester Piccadilly Stations. For train times check www.thetrainline.com 

Those travelling from London airports will need to get a direct connecting train from London Euston to Manchester Oxford Road or Manchester Piccadilly stations. These trains run hourly and take about 2.5 hours.
